LAUNCHING THREE COMPOSITE VESSELS

O n January 3, 2022, 
UNINSHIP successfully 

launched the electric boat 
named Edensee under the 

order of Maico Da Lat Co., Ltd. 
The boat can operate in rivers, 

lakes and coastal areas, using 
high-quality solar panels 

as a roof, ensuring long-
term operation in dry 
weather. In addition, 
the backup engine 
helps the boat to 
operate continuously 
in case of night 
service. The boat 
has seats for eight 
guests and one crew 
member. The engine 

room is designed 
to prevent noise and 

vibration. The boat has a 
beautiful shape, meeting 

the requirements of tourism 

service and ecotourism activities in terms of safety, 
efficiency, aesthetics, environmental friendliness, meeting 
regulations for passenger transportation.

O n January 20, 2022, UNINSHIP launched a composite 
logistics service ship named Thuy Tien according to 

the order of fishermen in Ninh Thuan province. The ship 
includes one driver’s cabin, beds for crew, kitchen and toilet. 
The ship’s cabin has 3-layer structure. The ship is designed 
with 22 storage basements (16 basements for fish storing 
and 6 for ice storing) with a total capacity of 55m3. The 
storage basement is designed to ensure dryness, 
meeting preservation efficiency, food safety, 
fishermen’s health and safety. In addition 
to living facilities, the cabin also has 
communication equipment to serve 
the spiritual life of fishermen during 
long sea voyages. Also in this 
quarter, UNINSHIP continued to 
successfully launch the Con Son 
Land 07 composite ship. The 
ship is made for passenger 
transportation with capable 
of carrying 30 passengers.

In the first quarter of 2022, the Institute of Ship Research and Development 
(UNINSHIP) has successfully built and launched three composite vessels to 
serve the needs of fishermen and businesses.

I n the finale, the teams had presentation and answered 
questions from the jury about the projects and the 

implementation process. Despite the impact of the Covid-19 
pandemic, the teams still had good preparation and investment 
in the research and implementation of their projects. After 
reviewing and evaluating the teams’ presentations and 

answers, as well as the projects in terms of goals, values, 
vision, feasibility, potentiality, capacity, implementation, and 
creativity... the jury ranked the best teams. As a result, the 
project “A-BUA Cashew Milk” won the second with a prize of 
15 million VND (they have no first prize); 02 third prizes with 
a prize of 5 million VND/prize belong to the project “Blood 
fat reducing Herbal Tea Dasuki” and the project “Nha Trang 
Mango Sauce”; consolation prizes belongs to the three 
projects “Business model of copper-aluminum bimetallic 
relay connector”, “Learning English Homestay” and “BCB 
- Business connection solution”. The teams also received 
certificates of merit from the NTU’s Rector.

The NTU 2021 Startup Idea Contest with the theme “Breakthrough 
Innovation” was launched from May 2021 with nearly 20 projects 
participating.

T he 5th meeting of the Council on December 
30, 202121 announced a new member Ms. 

Nguyen Thi Lan Lanh, a student of Class 61 of Law 
in replace of member Nguyen Thi My Truc (now 
graduated) for the term 2020-2025. In addition, 
the Council discussed and agreed with the new 
organization with 37 units, of which 2 new units 
are the University Office and the Department of 
Inspection and Legal.

A t the 6th meeting held on January 22, 
the Council discussed the draft of the 

Implementation Plan for the Development Strategy 
of NTU in the period 2021-2025 in the field of 
training; and another one in quality assurance, 
accreditation and ranking.

A t the 7th meeting on February 26, the Council 
voted by secret ballot to make a decision on 

the position of Vice-Principal. As a result, Dr. Quach 
Hoai Nam and Dr. Tran Doan Hung was approved 
by 19/19 members of the Council (reaching a rate 
of 100%).
